the building industry, her decisions make a difference.

The owners’ wish list included adding a bedroom
and a space shift — moving bedrooms to the back
and the combined living space of kitchen/living
area closer to views of Whistler and Blackcomb
mountains.

While Vic Beresford of Beresford Fine Homes
went to work in moving plumbing and mechanical
elements to perimeter walls, Gentile started estab-
lishing order and calm in the awkward space.

In the entrance she created a grand foyer effect
by integrating a bulkhead that does double duty by
facilitating task pot lighting and, when lit above
with low energy LED strip lighting, heightens the
ceiling visually.

A nature-inspired wall panel by artist Anthony
Johnston makes a statement and introduces the
clean palette with a mix of textures chosen to
achieve a feeling of spaciousness and calm.

The entrance, bathroom floor and kitchen backs-
plash share a marble mosaic made from remnants
set into resin. The product represents a “cradle to

materials with a recycled content have a second life.
A similar product made from recycled porcelain toi-
lets and sinks was used on the outside deck.

To transition to the main living space, a design
feature using wood slats was created to pull the eye
forward. White walls covered in low VOC Eco Spec
paint, recessed baseboards and an absence of trims
enhance the illusion of space and openness.

While views seen from the main living area are
inspiring, the European-influenced kitchen, inte-
grated dining area and modern lounge, is an inspi-
ration unto itself.

The custom open-concept kitchen, built in
Squamish by Dave Drobezyk, features vertical-grain
white oak, a product of Ontario, and a monolithic
island wrapped in quartz. Lower cabinets disguise
energy-efficient appliances while the traditional
upper cabinets were replaced with a continuous
wood shelf allowing the eye to capture the depth
of space.

— built and designed by RDC Fine
Homes in Whistler’s newest neighborhood, Rainbow.
Richard, a pro ski patroller and avalanche dog
handler by day, can rattle off the words biomass and
passive solar better than the average ecochondriac
from the couple’s south-facing, 2,200 square-foot
ultra-energy-efficient home with Goo square feet of
solar panels on the roof.
But the panels aren’t the only eco-dexterous item
in the home. Every aspect was chosen for its green

contribution to achieve Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (LEED) Platinum — the
highest attainable certification of a nationally
accepted benchmark for the design, construction

and operation of high-performance green buildings.

“What makes it green? Well, we painted it green.
Actually the fact that we didn’t paint it makes it
green,” Richard jokes of the home, designed to con-
sume no more energy than it is able to produce.

Clad in CertainTeed fiber cement siding, a non-
combustible wood alternative, the home retains the
traditional look of wood but boasts substantially lower
maintenance expenses, is impervious to wood-boring

insects and is made from 50 per cent recycled content. >
